MOTION/RECOMMENDATION:

Approval by the Board of County Commissioners to expend $1,000 from the Law Enforcement
Trust Fund to provide for a contribution to support the 22 annual Attorney General National
Conference “Preventing Crime in the Black Community”.

BACKGROUND:

The Orange County Sheriff’s Office has been chosen to host the 22" annual Attorney General
National Conference “Preventing Crime in the Black Community”. The conference will be held
May 30 — June 02, 2007 in Orlando.
