The Board approved and authorized the Chairman to execute a grant
agreement with the State of Florida Department of Environmental
Protection through their Recreational Trails Program for the Seminole
Wekiva Trail resurfacing and trailhead improvements project.

The Board approved and authorized the Chairman to execute a resolution
implementing a budget amendment request to establish through the
general fund a budget for the purchase of a storage unit at Soldiers Creek
Park.

The Board approved acquisition of the Kirchoff property for a Sports
Complex and gave direction to move forward with the Sports Complex
now and bring back Soldier's Creek Park at a later date, and bring back
design details and estimates to the June 11, 2013 BCC meeting.
